Captain’ and Assistant Captain’s Responsibility for Safe Playing Conditions

Given that OCUA offers the sport of Ultimate at varied and dispersed locations, and does not have officials such as referees at
the games, it falls to the team captains and assistant captains to be responsible for the safety of the site at which they are
playing and for the well-being of their players. Captains are responsible to examine the field of play before their game
begins to determine if it is safe. They are responsible for the actions of their players and must be prepared to take
appropriate action if they feel that the safety of any player on the field is being compromised. This includes refusal to play

on a site they deem to be potentially hazardous, or against an opponent they feel is playing in an unsafe fashion. OCUA
never forces its members to play in unsafe circumstances; games can be rescheduled.

OCUA Member Number

Every player registered in an OCUA league must have an OCUA member number. If captains are registering players who are
new to the Association, these players must create a Leaguerunner account on OCUA’s league-management system to acquire
their OCUA member number. Instructions are provided at http://www.ocua.ca/leaguerunner/. Captains must ensure all

team members have an OCUA member number.

Leaguerunner

Upon confirmation of acceptance of team registration, captains must create their teams in Leaguerunner. Do not use your
summer team. You must create a team specifically for fall. Additional information can be found on Leaguerunner and
within the OCUA FAQ pages on the website.

Choice of League or Night of Play

Priority is given to FULL-TIME teams registering in leagues that play 2 games per week. Teams registering in 1 game per
week leagues are considered PART-TIME and will be accepted depending on available space in their requested league.

PAY Before You Play
